Throughout the event, children will learn about a wide range of key safety topics, including:

· How to make a 999 call

· Water safety

· Online safety

· Exploitation and healthy relationships

· Drug and alcohol misuse

Programme Aims
The event is designed to help children:

· Increase awareness of their personal safety

· Learn how to respond to dangerous or threatening situations

· Understand the roles of emergency services and how to contact them

· Recognise how their actions affect the safety of others

The sessions are delivered by experts from organisations such as Suffolk Police, Suffolk Fire and Rescue, Turning Point, Volunteering Matters, Lighthouse Women’s Aid, and The Rotary Club of Ipswich.
