Schools Show Garden Competition – Open to children in Years 3,4,5 and 6 (KS2)
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I am pleased to inform you that this year our school has been successful in taking part in the garden competition at the Suffolk Show.

Launched in 2015, the Schools Show Garden Competition gives schools the opportunity to design and build a 1.5m x 1m show garden to reflect the theme which is different every year.

The theme for 2024 is “An Olympic Themed Garden”

A wooden box (including lining and compost) is delivered to our school and then design work, planning and creation takes place at school. The gardens are then collected by the Suffolk Show team and taken to Trinity Park for the two-day event in May half-term. The gardens will be judged on the first day of the Show, Wednesday 29 May, when the winner of the competition will be crowned.

Recently we have started a gardening club with Mr & Mrs Brown and it has been lovely to see so many keen gardeners wanting to take part. Currently the children have been planting and potting flowers and vegetables ready to plant in our raised beds when the weather is warmer. Thank you to Mr & Mrs Brown for giving up your time as it is very much appreciated and lovely to see the children engaging in a different type of activity.

What I am now looking for in addition to our regular keen gardeners is a group of 4-6 children who would like to work together on creating our ‘Olympic Themed Garden’. In order to form this group, I will be looking for your child to complete their own design or what our Olympic Themed Garden could look like and it would be great to combine a few children’s ideas. If your children would rather create a 3D garden as a half term project rather than on paper, then please feel free.
