Whole School Trip to Jimmy’s Farm
We are very excited to have been offered a return trip to Jimmy’s Farm on Friday 21st June due to the appalling weather conditions we had on our last visit.  We were very privileged to have been invited to see the new Polar Bear before she was open to be viewed by the general public back in October. Since then, Jimmy’s Farm now have Diego the Bear and also two more Polar Bears. Throughout the day we have been invited to explore different habitats and learn about a variety of different animals. We will also have the opportunity to take part in a self-guided tour round the Wildlife Park.
Jimmy’s farm will be open to us from 10am, therefore we would be grateful if children could be dropped on in the car park at Jimmy’s Farm from 9.40.  We understand that for some parents this will be problematic due to work commitments, therefore we can accommodate a few children being dropped at school (Early Birds will be open as usual) but we will need to know in advance to ensure staff have sufficient seats in cars to transport the children.  All children will need to be collected from the car park at Jimmy’s Farm between 2.45pm and 3.00pm.  Again, if your child needs to attend Night Owls please book in advance so we can ensure we have sufficient transport to return the children to school. 
All children need to dress appropriately for the trip; school uniform is not required. However, as we know the weather is unpredictable therefore, the following is recommended:-

· Waterproof coat

· Walking shoes or trainers unless it is a wet day and then welly boots are preferable 
· Layers of clothing are recommended so that children can remove layers if they get hot, or add to them if they are cold. 

· Sun cream that can be applied throughout the day

· Sun hat.
All children will also need to bring a packed lunch from home in a disposable bag and a drink that will last them the day (no fizzy drinks or glass bottles).  School packed lunches will need to be ordered at the latest by Wednesday prior to the visit, so that they can be brought into school on Thursday and stored overnight in the fridge. 
Jimmy’s Farm have very kindly said that there will be no charge for the trip which is extremely generous and they have said it is an opportunity to give back to the community for which we are extremely grateful.  If you feel that you would like to donate £1 or more then this would be given to Jimmy’s Farm to provide the animals with additional food. Any donations would be gratefully received and can be handed into the school office.  Please note the donation is optional.
