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Music provision at Tattingstone CEVCP School is:

· a cornerstone to shaping our pupils into being well-rounded, knowledgeable individuals. 
· a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. 
· ensures that children are engaged and inspired to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians.
· used as a vehicle to increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. 
· used to provide children with the opportunity to progress to the next level of their creative excellence.

Intent  

At Tattingstone we intend to:-

·  perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians

· learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence

·  understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.
 
Implementation 
 
The music curriculum ensures children sing, listen, play, perform and evaluate. This is embedded in the classroom activities as well as singing during the daily assemblies, various productions and performances and the learning of instruments. 

Through the musical programme Charanga, teachers are able to produce inclusive lessons for all children to access the musical curriculum in a fun and engaging way, further promoting a love of learning.  Charanga lessons are planned in sequences to provide children with the opportunities to review, remember, deepen and apply their understanding.

Children have the opportunity to learn to play various instruments when in KS2 whether woodwind or brass through Suffolk Music Service.  This enables children to use a range of methods to create notes, as well as how to read basic music notation. They also learn how to compose, focusing on different dimensions of music, which in turn feeds their understanding when listening, playing, or analysing music. Composing or performing using body percussion and vocal sounds is also part of the curriculum, which develops the understanding of musical elements without the added complexity of an instrument.
 
Impact 

At Tattingstone CEVCP School, we want our music provision to impact our children in a variety of ways. We want our children to become musical, creative pupils who have a passion and commitment to music. By exposing the children to a widening repertoire whether taught alone or in a cross curricular way we are providing them with a very good awareness of different music traditions, genres and the historical, social and cultural origins of music. 

At Tattingstone CEVCP School children are provided with opportunities beyond the National Curriculum to further and support their understanding. These include playing a big part of our school productions, performing at the O2 Arena with Young Voices and at Snape Maltings with their Celebration of Music concerts. Events such as the Young Voices concerts inspire our children to discover their love of music, performing alongside 8,000 other children. It helps the children develop their self-belief, self-motivation, confidence and ability to communicate as part of a team in one of the world’s greatest arenas. 

External interests and talents are also encouraged and showcased in class and assemblies, ensuring that everyone is challenged regardless of previous musical experience. Children have an understanding of how to further develop skills less known to them, should they ever develop an interest in their lives.

We monitor the impact of our music provision through Quality Assurance meetings with the teachers and they talk about the progress made in their class and address any areas for improvement. Discussion throughout the year and photos are also given to the Subject Leader to support the teaching taking place. Discussions will also be held with teachers incorporating the 3 I’s listed in this document.
