At Tattingstone Primary School we believe that art education should:
· Stimulate creativity, imagination and inventiveness. 
· Give pupils the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art in a visual or tactile form. 
· Help pupils develop enquiring minds, to think critically and make informed responses to their own work and that of others. 
· Teach pupils how art shapes our history and culture and contributes to the world around them.
· Give pupils a range of materials to experience, experiment and develop techniques with.
· Encourage pupils to develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space.
· Teach children about the work of a range of artists, craft makers and designers.
Improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials (e.g. pencil, charcoal, paint and clay)
 
Implementation 
 
All teachers use the Suffolk County Council Art Scheme of Work to ensure skills are being developed progressively throughout the key stage.

Opportunities for cross-curricular links are made each half term.

Opportunities to develop their art skills outdoors.

All classes produce artwork for display in school each half term under a common theme and media.

The children’s artwork is displayed in Tattingstone Church annually to commemorate Remembrance Sunday. 

Each child has their own art and design A4 sketchbook, as a place to practice and develop their work, which they take with them to the next class.

All pupils will:
· produce inventive and creative work, explore their ideas and record their experiences;
· become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design techniques;
· evaluate and analyse creative works from a range of different artists, countries and cultures;
